Scrub Resistance of Top Secret Hard-Shell 138-150 Lifetime Satin Latex vs. Benjamin Moore Regal Eggshell Aquavelvet Superwhite, and Top Secret Hard-Shell 138-150 Lifetime Latex Semi-Gloss Superwhite vs. Benjamin Moore Regal Semi-Gloss Aquaglo White 132-01.

Test Parameters:  These tests are based on ASTM D 2488 – 74A, a standard test for determining the scrub resistance of interior latex wall paints.  It is an accelerated method used on flat wall paints, but is also useful for Eggshell, Satin, and Semi-Gloss latex paints.

Designated paints were drawn down side by side at a 10 mil wet film thickness on Leneta black vinyl panels and air dried for 10 days.  After 10 days the coated panel is placed over a ½-inch by 10-mil ship and held in place on a glass plate in a scrub testing machine.  It is then scrubbed with a nylon bristle brush and an abrasive scrub medium until failure occurs over the shim.  The scrub medium consists of water, silica flour, detergent, thickener, TSP, and a preservative.  The brush is soaked overnight in a 1% solution of detergent and then the bristles are evenly coated with 10 grams of the scrub medium and placed in the holder.  Approximately 5 milliliters of water are applied on the path in front of the brushy and holder and the machine is started.  After 400 scrub cycles the nylon brush is again coated with 10 grams of scrub medium and 5 more milliliters of water are applied to the panel.  Failure is noted when the pain film is fully removed in one continuous line across the width of the ship.  Two tests were done of each of the two comparisons to check reliability.

Results:  In the test of Top Secret Hard-Shell Lifetime138-150 Satin Latex Superwhite versus Benjamin Moore & Company’s Regal Eggshell Aquavelvet Superwhite the flowing results were obtained:

Top Secret Hard-Shell Lifetime S/G Latex Superwhite 138-150 scrub cycles to failure – 2000+++


Benjamin Moore Regal S/G Aquaglo White 333-01 scrub cycles to failure – 500

+++ The 138-150 did not fail at 2000 cycles, but the scrub machine was turned off at that point.
