SPILL/LEAK PROCEDURES:  Eliminate all ignition sources.  Ventilate area.  If large spill, dike area to prevent the material from entering a water or sewer system.  Recover free liquid, pickup the remaining spill with absorbent material such as sawdust, sand or vermiculite and place material into a closed container for disposal.  Wash area with water and detergent.  Notify appropriate environmental agency(ies) if spill exceeds 220 pounds.

OTHER PRECAUTIONS:  Do not take internally.  Close container after each use.  Keep away from children.  Avoid prolonged contact with skin or breathing of spray mist.  These products contain no mercury or lead pigment.
